TMDL Study Presentation – John Barten of Three Rivers

John Barten gave a presentation regarding the water quality of Lake Sarah, which is now 
on the Minnesota impaired Lake list.  This is largely due to the phosphorous content of 
the lake, from both internal and external sources.  Phosphorous levels should be under 
40 part per million as a rule.  Lake Sarah is over 100 and could be as high as 140.  John, 
the Water Resource Manager for Three Rivers Park District, also talked about a TMDL 
(Total Maximum Daily Load) Study and its effect on the lake and the commitment 
necessary from the lake shore owners.


After the presentation, John was joined by Wendy Crowell, Biologist from the Minnesota 
DNR, to answer any questions.


A multi association task force has been set up to examine this and make 
recommendations.  This task force is made up of representatives form the Pioneer-Sarah 
Creek Watershed area, including the cities of Greenfield, Loretto and Independence.

Cindy reported that the 
gauges will be calibrated soon and she will have a water level reading then.


Will look into the ordinance and get 
appropriate stickers for the buoy.


Greg and Bridgett Vanyo, new to the lake, questioned the water level.  The weir, set by 
the DNR, along with other factors determines the level.  Cindy offered to fill them in after 
the meeting.  Jerry thanks Cindy and Ed for taking the lake level 
readings.

Membership as a percentage of 
direct access property owners is 67.68%.  76 are enrolled in the trash program.  New 
members to LSIA were welcomed and condolences were expressed for neighbors who 
have passed away.
