I.

II.
Approval of Agenda – Jerry Wise

Carol Beasecker asked to be added to the agenda to discuss funding for lake clean up.  
Becky motions and Fred Lang seconds to approve the agenda as amended.  Carried.
III.
Approval of Secretary’s Report – Becky Jacobsen


Harold motions and Mike seconds to approve Secretary’s report of the minutes of the last 
general meeting as presented in the newsletter.  Carried
IV.
Treasurer’s Report – Greg Hani 

The current financial report was submitted. Harold motions and Becky seconds to 
approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Carried.
V.
Water Quality Committee Update – Harold Burrows
Harold attended the TMDL and stakeholders meeting with the cities April 7th.  There will 
be sampling again this summer for more accuracy as to where the inloading of 
phosphorous is coming from since there had not been enough rain for accuracy in the 
past.  This should be finished by September and have results reported by the end of 2008.  Approval from the Watershed, PCA and the MPCA is expected by March of 2009.  
The cities that attended, Loretto, Greenfield and Medina, indicated their cooperation.  
Corcoran and Greenfield were not present and we have no knowledge at this point if they are willing to accept their responsibility.  John Barten presented his findings to the city of Greenfield on Aprill 15th. Harold will contact Corcoran and John Barten will attend their meeting as well.  Harold will send a letter to all involved cities informing them of the June 16th meeting.

Carol Beasecker is a Greenfield resident and is willing to bring it up at their next council 
meeting.


Jerry spoke with Lake Restoration and so far they have 45 people signed up to do lake 
treatment and 75 to do the regular shoreline treatment.  This represents a total of 60 
acres.
VI.
Safety, Navigation & Water Level Report – Mike Peterson


Ice out was 4-22-08.

Mike, Fred, and Brad walked to the culvert and found nothing obstructing it at this time.  
There is about 50’ -60’ of vegetation but they do not feel it is significant.  


The weir has been in three years, we have no knowledge of any DNR reviewal.   
Greenfield holds the permit for the weir and they will have to be the ones to ask the DNR 
to review.  Tom Hovey may have to be contacted.  There has been abnormal weather the 
last number of years.


Excess water appears to be flowing out and the weir seems to be working as it is 
supposed to, keeping a consistent water level.

Carol Roberts objects to why Greenfield is not cooperating with inflow issues.  Harold 
explains that there has been some disorganization at the city, but Barb Peichal from the 
EPA is willing to get involved in dealing with them.
VII.
Membership Committee Update – John Wise

There are 141 paid members.  121 are stakeholders.  75 are signed up for the trash 
removal program.

VIII.
Conservation and DNR Liaison – Joe Slavec


Joe hopes to purchase 2000 Walleye fingerlings by fall.  8” – 10”  Walleyes have been 
recently reported.  

Someone called him concerned about the Carp mating in front of their house.


Joe is also continuing to work with the railroad regarding the culvert.  They realize it is 
undersized but it is supposed to be distressed before they will fix it.  Joe says it is 
damaged, crumbling at one end.


Jerry recognizes the effort by Joe and other volunteers for the ice clean up.  An individual 
has been fined $700 for not having his fish house out by the deadline and for leaving 
trash.

Also again reported that Bob Beadle 
offered to allow a garage sale on his property.  It was discussed if this should coordinate 
with a city wide garage sale that Independence has.  Carol will chair along with Carol 
Roberts.  She also thinks we should look for government funds for water clean up.
XIV.
Election of New Officers – Nominating Committee


Dan Cady, Joe Slavec and Carol Roberts did not find anyone willing to run for election.
