After dinner the meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m. 

In attendance from the board were Len Nadasdy, Mike Peterson, Joe Baker, Victoria Marley, Dan Cady, Joe Slavec and Mel Knapton as well as about 60 LSIA members and guests.

I. After the following two items were added to the agenda: public landing clean up and a water shed update, the meeting’s agenda was approved. 

II. Minutes from the last board meeting were approved.

III. Treasurer’s report was presented and approved.  

IV. Attendees were invited to get involved in LSIA by participating on a number of committees.  Sign-up sheets were passed around. 


Reports of Active Committee:

V. DNR report from Joe Slavec - for the past three years walleye have been stocked in Lake Sarah, first with fry, and then with fingerling.  The plan is to not stock this year and see how they do.  Joe Slavec coordinated the Ice Clean-Up event again this past winter.  It was a very successful event being they collected more trash than in years past.  Also, this past winter Lake Sarah received less fishing pressure than in the past with only 80 fish houses on the lake instead of about 130.  A clean-up effort for the public landing was also organized for Sunday, May 2 at noon.   

VI. Membership report by Joe Baker – Being the Randy’s Sanitation discount service is so popular the membership committee is looking into other discount service opportunities for LSIA members.  Currently, water softener salt delivery and fill service is being investigated.  Other services suggested at the meeting were beach sand delivery and lawn service.    
 
VII.   Water level and lake clarity update by Mike Peterson – Currently, Lake Sarah’s water level is about one foot higher this year than last.  Also, finalizing the TMDL continues to be a slow process and is currently being reviewed by the MN Pollution Control Board.  They will then send it to the EPA, and then a public hearing will be held.  It will be helpful for LSIA members to attend that hearing. Location, date and time details for that hearing will be shared once they are announced. The next step for LSIA is to create a Lake Management Plan and a Lake Vegetation Management Plan.  After Mike’s report, Sylvia Walsh gave an update on the water shed.  She said that once the TMDL is approved, the Water Shed Council will take action to assist in getting grant money.  

VIII.   2010 LSIA Action Plan by Joe Baker – The LSIA plans to focus on two things this year.  
1. Education: The LSIA board of directors plans to research and learn from area lakes on what their improvement associations did for weed management.  Then, in turn, the board plans to pass that info on to its members.  
2. The TMDL:  The LSIA board plans to help expedite the TMDL’s approval process as much as possible.  We also plan to create a Lake Vegetation Management Plan.
      
IX. There are five LSIA board of directors seats opening in July – the president, vice president and three officers.  We asked the members if anyone has an interest in joining the board, please let us know.  One person from the meeting volunteered interest in a position - Carol Beseacker.

X.  Three door prizes were awarded and 29 members signed up for the free use of the Beach Buddy.  Joe Baker followed up with each person who signed up for the free use of the Beach Buddy.  For those who want someone to use the Beach Buddy on their lakeshore for them, Josh Lawman is available for hire.
